The SSI Dive Guide rating is the transition point

from a recreational diver to becoming a professional.
This rating allows the Dive Guide a path to become a
leader. Successful completion of the Dive Guide course

denotes a high level of achievement and
professionalism.

PREREQUISITES

o Minimum age: 15 years (Must be18 to be certi-
fied as an active status Professional Dive Guide)

« Have logged at least 40 open water dives
totaling 25 hours or more

« Have the following SSI certifications or
equivalent from a recognized training agency:
Diver Stress & Rescue

« Have the following SSI certifications, an equiva-
lent from a recognized training agency, or pro-
vide proof of experience by showing at least 5
logged experience dives in each of the following
areas: Deep Diving, Navigation, Night & Limited
Visibility

REQUIREMENTS

« Own your total diving system of professional
quality. To teach through the dive center a
standard uniform is required. See staff for de-
tails.

« Have current certification in CPR, First Aid, AED
& oxygen provider.

« Serve apprenticeship time and perform practice
teaching as listed in the course curriculum.

« Have logged a total of at least 50 open water
dives totaling 32 hours or more.

TRAINING

The Dive Guide Training program consists of
approximately 40 hours of classroom including:
dive guide skills, pool and open water evaluations,
rescue skills and evaluation.

AFTER GRADUATION

After certification, active Dive Guide may:

Conduct underwater tours to certified divers
Teach snorkel diving and issue certification
Attend an SSI Dive Master Course where you
will learn the Science of Diving and be able to
assist in training classes.
